 At the end of the school year in 2007, a 
language arts teacher prompted students to 
think creatively and analytically by using 
one of the writing styles they had learned.   
 The teacher quoted Martin Luther 
King, Jr.’s letter from Birmingham Jail in 
1963 regarding just and unjust laws.  Dr. 
King quoted Socrates and St. Augustine. 
 A picture of an unborn baby at 5 
months was on  the handout.  Students 
were encouraged to name the baby and 
write a factual sentence regarding the     
relationship between the great thinkers of 
the past, themselves and the baby. 
 On the other side of the handout was an 
example of Scientific Inquiry writing style 
mentioning that “If life really begins at 
conception, it would be expected that fetal 
development show signs of human       
characteristics as time passes.  Special  
photographic methods have been used to 
photograph  fetal development at  all 
stages..  Based on these results, it is     in-
deed plausible to state that human life be-
gins at  conception.”

The panel concluded 
that nurses with the right training can do 
aspiration abortions, where the baby is 
killed and sucked out of the uterus. 
 Mary Andrews (a nurse) has taken it 
upon herself to do abortions through 16 
weeks of pregnancy since 2001.  When 
this became known, the Arizona  legisla-
ture began the process of approving a bill 
to prohibit nurses and other non-
physicians from doing abortions.  
 The House approved the measure 
along with a Senate committee and the bill 
is awaiting a debate in the full Senate. 
While the legislature may approve the bill,      

pro-abortion Gov. Janet Napolitano 

would likely veto it as she has numerous 

pro-life bills in the past that place limits 

on abortions.
